2018 Annual Meeting Minutes   5/12/18   9AM   Sheridan Township Hall            

Meeting opened at 9AM.  Committee Members in attendance; Bruce Haveman, Dave Landheer, Ken Wolffis, John Sella, & Norm Knorr.  Absent; Doug Nieboer & Nels Johnston .  About 30 members & guests attended along with Jerry Dougan - Township Supervisor, Dale Twing.- Drain Commissioner, Erick Elgin – MSU & BreAnn Grabill – PLM.
Secretary Report – Minutes of the 5/13/17 Meeting accepted as reported in the Newsletter.

Treasurer Report – John Sella submitted a report of Income & Expenses for 2017 & 2018.  The Membership Dues received during 2017 totaled $2,845, Fireworks Donations $2,810,   Expenses totaled $1,330.  The current Balance is $19,661.  Report accepted.  Additional Membership Dues & Fireworks Donations were received at the Annual Meeting.
Reports

MSU  Survey – Erick Elgin of MSU summarized the MSU Survey that is available on FremontLake.net. Highlights included: The result of current management practices has made Fremont Lake a relatively healthy lake but continues to have a high sediment base causing the lack of oxygen below 20-30 depth.  A “No Wake Zone” was recommended to help reduce the EWM fragmentation .  We are considering a communication effort with launch site signage & FLA member mailings to inform boaters of the appropriate shallow areas to practice “No Wake” speeds to prevent the growth of invasive species & promote growth of native plants.             
Weed Control – BreAnn Graybill from PLM indicated a concern another invasive weed, Starry Stonewort appearing in west Michigan & is monitoring our lake.  Erick Elgin provided several vials of the “Star” bud.   Bre encouraged residents should be on the lookout for different appearing weed growth & advise PLM or the FLA Directors of the location.  The tentative schedule & plan of action was reviewed by Bre.  The 2017 high population of Zebra Mussel & Wild Celery was discussed.  Bre reported the EWM control coverage – 2014=160A, 2015=48A, 2016=80A, 2017=75A.   

Lakeview Dr. Bridge – Dale Twing discussed the construction this summer of a new bridge to help reduce the Miller Drain flooding problems.   
Lake Level –The community’s significant growth & changes in the watershed since 1978 has resulted spring surges could be causing shoreline erosion.  A comment was made that a delay in raising the summer level would be beneficial for dock installation.  The FLA Board will be investigating this option.  Dave Jaunese has volunteered to help us address this issue & reviewed the process with the Circuit Court.    
Walleye Stocking – The DNR has indicated that their recent practice of stocking about 40,000 walleyes in the even years for 2018.  It was noted that PLM & DNR will coordinate the release date to avoid any conflicts. 
Bass Tournaments – Bruce Haveman indicated that 23 Bass Tournament are scheduled with the DNR.  2017 had 14 tournaments..     

Fireworks  – Eric Hanson that last year’s display cost was about $7,000 with $1,000 of that for the insurance premium.  The plans for this years are to shoot from the center of the Lake for bigger show that should more visible for the entire community.  Sheridan Charter Township has agreed to contribute $2,500 in 2018.   

Silent Auction – Lia Padilla donated several of her paintings of Fremont Lake & other water scenes.  The result of the silent auction was $136 being donated to the Fireworks.
